After moving back to Shelburne in 1999, Diann 
wanted to learn more about her aboriginal 
background. She sought out information from 
the Nova Scotia Native Council which at the time 
the closest branch was in Yarmouth. After much 
work by her and other members, the NSNC 
granted them to become Zone 13. Diann has 
served on the Council since 2001. She has also 
served on the National Council for the past three 
years. Diann keeps busy on several other 
committees helping to identify needs within the 
system. Diann has shared conversations with 
Prince Charles (now King Charles) as well as 
Prime Minister Trudeau and most recently Diann 
attended the Papal events during Pope Francis’ 
visit to Canada in July of 2022 where she 
participated in the Holy Mass.
